• To make admission more inclusive
• Current requirements align with other nursing programs
• To provide students an opportunity to be successful getting 

into the nursing program using criteria other than marks 
(CASPer)

• To support students transitioning to a demanding full time 
University Program



PATHWAY TO ENTERING THE BSN/BPN 
PROGRAM

Complete High School

Apply to KPU as a General Arts/Science/Health Science Student

Complete 10 Prerequisite Courses

Apply to the BSN Program

Complete the CASPer Assessment



PREREQUISITES FOR THE BSN PROGRAM
• In addition to the Faculty's Admission Requirements, which consist of KPU's undergraduate English 

Proficiency Requirement, the following program admission requirements apply beginning for Fall 2022:
• BIOL 1160 with a minimum grade of C+ - BIO 12 (B) or A&P 12 (B) + CHEM 11 (B)
• BIOL 1260 with a minimum grade of C+
• ENGL 1100 with a minimum grade of C+
• MATH 1115 with a minimum grade of C+ - Level C1 – PreCal 12 (C) or PreCal 11 (B) or …
• 18 credits of undergraduate-level courses with a minimum grade of C+ from any of:

• ANTH (Anthropology)
• HSCI (Health Science)
• PHIL (Philosophy)
• PSYC (Psychology)
• SOCI (Sociology)

• Completion of the Computer-based Assessment for Sampling Personal Characteristics Assessment (CASPer) (For 
further information, see kpu.ca/health/bpn)
